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the eyes of a few. I shared the 

story of Elijah on Mount Car-

mel, the power of God, the 

time to choose, and how the 

fire consumed the sacrifice. 

Afterwards, we talked about 

Jesus choosing to become the 

ultimate offering and how His 

sacrificial death made a way 

for their sins to be forgiven, no 

matter how monstrous or hor-

rific.  

  It was clear that the crimes 

that put these young people in 

prison were not the only acts 

of sin that they had been in-

volved with. They had become 

hardened at a very young age 

with desperation, darkness 

and despair. As each of the 

three came forward to receive 

  Earlier this year, Dallas 

joined local fellow evangelist 

and friend Jimmy Muffley in 

ministering at a juvenile cor-

rectional facility in Fayetteville. 

Although he has been in-

volved in adult prison ministry 

for almost ten years, this was 

something brand new. On that 

first visit, a young Hispanic 

MS-13 gang member gave his 

life to Christ. Dallas has been 

invited to return monthly as a 

part of his ongoing evangelis-

tic ministry. Here is his latest 

report. 

  On our most recent visit, with 

Jimmy ministering through 

humor and song and the Lord 

allowing me to bring His word, 

we experienced three more 

young men becoming a part of 

the kingdom of God -- and, in 

the process, being forgiven of 

their crimes of murder. Walk-

ing into the small auditorium 

that day, the nine young peo-

ple we encountered sat in 

front of us with great darkness 

and distrust in their eyes. I 

watched an openness begin 

to move through the group as 

Jimmy revealed himself 

through humor and song. His 

gift is to introduce the person 

of Jesus to his audience.  

  The stage was set, and the 

word began to do its work. I 

saw a shift from disinterest to 

a focus on truth that became 

personal. I even noticed two 

guards who were both listen-

ing very intently to the gospel. 

As happens so often, I began 

to recognize that the hope of 

this gospel was registering in 

God frees, even within prison walls

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  In the role of mentoring, it is a rare and special privilege for the Lord to 

send my way young Christian men who are aggressively seeking to be 

trained in evangelism. Several months ago I met then-Lieutenant Nate 

Davy, who was temporarily assigned to Fort Bragg between deploy-

ments to Iraq. Along with his wife, Esther, Nate joined our church and 

the Tuesday night small group that I was leading at the time. It was only 

consistent with their serious desire to serve the Lord. 

  From the beginning, Nate was excited about assisting me in street 

evangelism and witnessing. During the very last week of his military stay 

at Bragg ð before a promotion to captain and a move to D.C.ð God 

provided the time for both of us, and Nate joined me one evening in one-

on-one evangelism in the city of Fayetteville.  

  The result of that night was meeting up again with Max, a man who had 

received Christ in a gas station parking lot during 

one-on-one witnessing just three days before. Un-

fortunately, Max has a very aggressive form of 

cancer that is externally visible on his body. I in-

structed him that his first act of Christian service 

and obedience was to be baptized. Our pastor 

made his swimming pool available to be the site of 

an impromptu baptismal service.  

  As we loaded Maxôs wheelchair into Nateôs truck 

and drove toward the pool, I asked Nate if he 

would like to perform the baptism. I explained to 

him that Paul was thankful that he did not baptize 

everyone he led to the Lord, but he allowed others 

the privilege to do so (see I Cor. 1:13-17). The 

photo you see here shows not only the baptismal 

service, but shows that the Lord will use any Chris-

tian who is willing to be used for kingdom service.  

  It all had started when I stopped to get gas after 

Bible study one evening. After Maxôs conversion to 

the Lord that night, he looked up at me and tear-

fully said, ñI canôt believe you took the time to tell 

me this.ò Even the store clerk had come out into 

the parking lot and listened until he had another 

customer come in for business. 

 After baptizing Max and taking him home, I lis-

tened to Nate describe how moved he was by the 

experience. Maxôs story had given him encourage-

ment for future ministry, which I believe God has in 

store for Nate. He and Esther even saw Max and 

talked with him again before they left town. 

  In the truck on the night of the baptism, Nate just 

said, ñThis is how Jesus would do it.ò Thank you for 

your own willingness to be used by God, Nate!

The curiosity and interest of those who had never attended 

our services were evident to each Bible study leader. Comments abounded, from inmates in 

their cells commenting to the ñravensò afterwards about what they had heard in the studies.   

  Unfortunately, due to the nature of the cell group Bible studies, the correctional agency 

deemed them to be in violation of policy and procedures.  But the joy and encouragement that these gather-

ings brought to both the participants and the leaders has seriously impacted the group in a profoundly spiri-

tual way. More than ever, the men in our group see themselves as vessels that the Holy Spirit can actually 

use to affect the spiritual strongholds that are so clearly in place in that system. Our goal has always been to 

lead inmates to Christ and to disciple and mentor men into authentic ministers of the gospel where they 

live. I like to call it moving men from merely being disciples to their becoming ñdisciplersò. This will con-

tinue to be our goal as long as the Lord gives us this opportunity.
